Where we work

During the day on Mondays to Fridays, we

•	Seacroft Clinic (LS14 6PF)

•	Gateway West - Leeds city centre  

(LS9 8DA)

•	Test to see if you have HIV.

•	Give you medication called PrEP 

which can stop HIV from getting into 

your body. 

•	Give you medication called PEP if you 

have had sex in the last 3 days and 

think you may get HIV. 

•	Preventing a pregnancy after 
you have had sex. This is called 
emergency contraception.



We also have evening and weekend 

appointments where you can get 

contraception if you do not want to get 

pregnant.
